Registration fees paid by April receive a $35 discount ($25
for kindergarten). All registration fees are dyeJane 1.

Financial Information

Parents annually receive a Tuition Payment Preferdform to indicate how
they desire to pay their annual tuition paymeritkis form is to be returned to
the Financial Director’s office.

All students shall conform to the dress standafd&@S as enforced by the
administration. The standards stated below shuatidhe considered exhaustive,
but are examples of the type of standards thabeilipheld at the school.

General Guidéines

A modest and neat dress code should be followeall lsyudents. As a general
guideline, boys wear collard shirts and dress slaakd girls dress in modest
shirts and below the knee skirts/dresses.

8. Designer logos on approved clothing items are psmibie. Any logos,
pictures, or wording must meet GCS standards.

9. Hairstyle extremes and non-traditional or unnatdrair colors are not
permitted.

10. Jackets, coats, hats, sunglasses, and other oafgideel may not be worn
in class.

Discipline
Foundation

The standards of the school's conduct code shautido@ seen as a test of
spirituality. Some of the rules do have a striittliBal basis (e.g. prohibition of
alcohol and pornography); others are reasonabligelijpgs based on general
Biblical principles (e.g. modesty standards). | $tihers are issued in order to
assist the smooth operation of the school (e.¢glkimg in class).

All of these rules have a definite purpose, whetbeenable the students to
abstain from worldliness or to facilitate decenog arder.

Goal of Discipline
The Biblical goal of discipline is repentance aestoration. The Bible gives us

the mandate to do all things “decently and in afddiherefore, it is hecessary
to develop self-discipline in the lives of our stuts that they might grow and
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mature in their Biblical convictions of right beliaw When inappropriate
behavior occurs, discipline will be used to bringstadent to the point of
repentance and restoration. Repentance and téstotaowever, do not mean
there will be no consequences. Parents will be k#prmed of disciplinary
proceedings.

4. As Christians, students are to exhibit the utmaseliishness and kindness
toward their fellow students. Courtesy and prajegortment are to be the
rule rather than the exception.
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5. Students are to exhibit proper conduct toward thgosite sex. Holding
hands and other forms of physical contact betwdmen sexes are not
permitted.

6. Certain items are not to be brought to school. s€hiaclude IPODS,
playing cards, or other media unrelated to clagkwGuns, knives, or any
other object which could be used as a weapon dpsixp will result in
immediate dismissal from school. Books broughsehool for personal
readings are subject to examination by the Admatisih and the English
department.

7. Students are to demonstrate such common Christiares as honesty,
self-control, deference, promptness, orderlinesd,smbmission.

8. Qher general rules include the following:
No petitions are to be circulated.
No running in the halls.
No gum chewing in school without permission.
Students are not to be in restricted areas withewrission.

9. Any student who is guilty of violating rules duritige senior trip or who is
sent home for those infractions will forfeit hisvilege of participating in
commencement.

10. In view of the role of the entertainment industnythe contamination of
biblical family values, we expect families to cheaanly motion pictures
and television programming that are in line wite gtandards of GCS and
consistent with biblical values and Christian chtea. In general, movies
with a rating of PG-13 and above should not be &twnless carefully
reviewed for questionable content.

11. All families must annually sign a StatementCaoioperation sheet as a pre-
requisite to enrollment. This Statement of Coopenatheet must be signed
on a yearly school basis.

12. All students in grades 6-12 will be requiresign a “Standard of Conduct”
sheet explaining that they have read and will abbglestandards and
policies outlined in the student handbook. Faitoresturn the “Standard of
Conduct” sheet will result in loss of privilegesaitend GCS.
