Requirements for Participation

Physical Examinations:

A yearly physical examination is required. The $bgl form
must be completed by the physician and submittedeaoach
prior (BEFORE THE FIRST PRACTICE) to participation
The physical covers all sports for an entire yeamfthe date
the physical was given. The form must be keptilenih the
athletic office.

Emergency medical authorization:

Each athlete’s parents shall complete an Emergéfenjical
Authorization Form giving permission for treatmeby a
physician or hospital when the parents are notlabia. The
form will be kept in the possession of the coachllapractices
and games.

Risk of participation:

All athletes and parents must realize the riskesiosis injury,
which may be a result of athletic participation. Genesee
Christian School will use the following safeguarids make
every effort to eliminate injury:

» Conduct a mandatory parent/coach meeting priorhto t
start of each season to fully explain the athletiicies and
to advise, caution and warn parents/athletes opttential
for injury.

» Maintain a continuing education program for coactwes
learn the most up-to-date techniques and skillsetéaught
in their sport.

» Instruct all athletes about the dangers of padiogm in the
particular sport.

Financial obligations and equipment:



» Pay to Play - Each sport season, when squads laotesk
athletes will be assessed a fee to help maintaircaist of
the athletic program. The current fee for highosth
athletes is $50.00 per player per sport, and $3p£0
player per sport for junior high and $35.00 peryptaper
sport for elementary athletes.

* Uniforms - In most cases Genesee Christian willpsup
the game uniform for each athlete. In the eveat th
becomes necessary for the athlete to purchasetiarpof
the game uniform, that portion will become the @y
of the athlete. In some cases a practice unifesm i
required. If the athlete purchases the practigéoum it
becomes his or her property.

* Equipment - All athletes are responsible for theper
care and security of equipment issued to them ed by
them. School furnished uniforms for games are to be
worn only for games. All equipment or uniforms not
returned in good condition at the end of the seagtibe
subject to a financial penalty.

Athletic Codes of Conduct
Conduct of athletes:

A firm and fair policy of enforcement is necess&yuphold
the regulations and standards of the athletic deygsmt. The
administration and coaching staff feel strongly tthagh

standards of conduct and citizenship are essennal
maintaining a sound program of athletics. Theirtesmty of

our athletes is an important consideration. Tdsirmony of
our school is a major consideration.

All athletes shall abide by a code of ethics whiaii earn
them the honor and respect that participation awrdpetition
in the interscholastic program affords. Any cortdhat results
in dishonor or loss of testimony to the athlete, tham or the
school will not be tolerated. Acts of unacceptabbmduct,
such as,but not limited to theft, vandalism, disrespect,
immorality or violations of law, tarnish the reptite and
testimony of everyone associated with the athlptisgrams
and will not be tolerated.

Means of discipline:

In dealing with violations of good conduct, the latic
department reserves the right to use appropriatansnef
discipline, including suspension or expulsion froine team.
The athletic department will support all means wfcighline
that occur as a result of violation of policies haand in the

Athletic Handbook that are recorded in thetudent
Handbook.

Code of conduct:

I njury/medication:

Reporting of injury - All injuries which occur wil
participating in athletics should be reported to tbach. If the
injury requires medical attention by a doctor oeatment
center, it will be necessary to have an injury redorm

completed. Once athletes are treated by a phygsitia athlete
must obtain the doctor’s permission to return ®dhtivity.

Medication - Any athlete that is using medicatidrany kind,
prescription or non-prescription must have that icetn
supplied by the parent. This medication along wittructions
should be kept in the high school office. No coachteam
member should keep or distribute medication withetitten
parental and or physicians guidelines.

1. Student athletes must meet specific academic Egeints

to be eligible to participate in athletics at Geee€hristian
School. Student athletes must have passed at flzast
classes the previous semester and must be passing f
classes during the current semester .

In addition, Genesee Christian School students mnesit

the following academic requirements:

a. Athletes must maintain a C (2.0) average for all
core classes (Bible, English, science, math, social
studies) and a minimum grade of “C-“ in Bible.
Eligibility grades are checked on a weekly basis.
The students are notified on Wednesday concerning
their eligibility status.  Student athletes must
remember that any work finished and graded after
classes are completed on Friday must be applied to
the following week of eligibility.

b. Theright to an appeal does exist if circumstances
merit consideration. All such changes must be
approved by the High School Principal.

c. Any athlete ineligible more than 3 times during
the same season will not be allowed to participate
theremainder of that season.

d. No awards will be given to student athlete’s who
fail to complete the season due to academic or
conduct difficulties.

e. Ineligible athletes will be allowed to practice asid
on the bench at Home Games. Traveling to away
games will be determined by the Athletic Director,
Teachers and Parent(s) of the student.



Dress code:

For male athletes during practice:
a. Practice clothes should be modest and loose fitting
b. Practice jerseys or practice uniforms must be worn
if they are available.
c. Shirts must be worn at all times.

For male athletes on the day of a game:

a. Ties must be worn. They are to be worn with
a dress shirt that is designed to be worn witle a ti

b. Any player refusing to follow this dress code
will not be allowed to play in the game  scheduled
for that day.

For female athletes during practice:

a. Practice attire should be modest and loose
fitting.

b. “Tank-top” practice jerseys are allowed if a
“T-shirt” is worn underneath.

C. Sweat pants are acceptable if loose fitting
and modest.

For female athletes on the day of a game:

a. Dress code for game days is no different
than what is worn on a typical school day.
Cheerleading uniforms are to be worn for games
and pep rallies only.

b. Ladies are allowed to wear dress pants to a
game in which they are spectators.

Procedure for changing before and after a contest:

a. No athlete should change into his or her game
uniform before it is necessary. Some applicatiorcahmon
sense is vital concerning this matter.

b. Once a contest is finished you are to change
back into school dress code. Exceptions to the
rule are as follows:

» If there are no changing facilities available.

* If you are going home immediately after the
game is over.

* If you have been issued a uniform warm-up
suit, the complete warm-up suit may
substitute for school dress code.

Squad selection:
